The database was conceived with a number
of users in mind:

The Owner - The owner will have in one
place a complete record of the history of an
item with all of the relevant information
including  provenance, photographs,
location by room, ownership details,
acquisition and disposal dates and valuation
details.

Professional Advisor - The professional
advisor will be able to use the database to
maintain tax history, agreements and details
for exemption purposes in case there is a
sale or death at a later date.

Valuer - The database provides the valuer
with a central tool for all assets. It retains a
valuation history which records previous
valuations of individual assets. The valuer
can print out by location, for example a
specific room, all the assets contained within
that room, descriptions etc.

Insurer - It allows the insurance company
to track items and in say the event of a theft
or fire - quickly identify the claim value and
items lost.
